SAFETY OF TENANTS BUT THE COUNCIL CANNOT IN ANY CIRCUMSTANCES BE HELD 
RESPONSIBLE IF THE DETECTORS FAIL TO ACTUATE. 
 
Please carefully read the information below which tells you how to test smoke detectors. 
 

 
TENANTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE FOLLOWING:- 

 
• Testing the detectors weekly to ensure that they continue to work 
 
• Reporting any faults you find with the detector unit itself to Wigan and Leigh Housing Contact

Smoke Detectors Can:- 
 

• detect the invisible and visible products of combustion 
 
• Raise the alarm  

 
• Provide early warning of developing fires so allowing precious minutes for you to escape 

 
Smoke Detectors Cannot:- 
 

• Work without a battery                                                                                                                               
(Your detector is fitted with a 10 year battery – DO NOT REMOVE) 

 
• Work satisfactorily unless correctly positioned, so you should NOT relocate detectors from their 

present positions 
 

• Detect heat – only smoke 
 

 

Testing Your Detector 
You MUST test your detector every week by pressing the smoke detector cover 
 

A. If the alarm sounds, the detector is working correctly 
B. If the alarm does not sound or bleeps regularly each minute, you should report it to Wigan and 

Leigh Housing immediately 
 

 

Press the cover to test the detector 
If a FALSE ALARM sounds, you may silence the detector 
by briefly pressing the cover 
DO NOT attempt to remove or replace the battery 
Report all faults immediately
